On Friday, November 11,
2005, a service will be held
at the Sylvan Cemetery, 7401
Auburn Blvd., Citrus Heights,
CA 95621. A procession of
veterans begins at 10:30 a.m. at
the south end of the cemetery,
the burial sites for the veterans
of the Spanish-American War.
The procession will be led by
the Citrus Heights Boy Scout
Troop #228. It will proceed
along the “Avenue of Flags”
with occasional stops to offer
prayers for the veterans buried
from each of our nation's wars.
The procession will include
Citrus Heights Mayor Bret
Daniels, Citrus Heights Police
Chief Bob Landry, County
Supervisor 4th District Roberta
MacGlashan  and  veterans
from our community. The
procession concludes at the
All Veterans Memorial. The
commemaorative service will be
held at the gazebo at 11:00 a.m.

There
have been many monumental
events along the way The
Sacramento  Valley Railroad
was opened between the two
cities in 1856, and the Folsom
Powerhouse began providing
power to Sacramento in
1895,  intertwining  these
still-thriving communities.

To help preserve the
area’s rich past, the Folsom
History Museum has totally
reinvented its exhibit area in

the past year and is providing
more  school programs  and
tours for Sacramento area
schools  than  ever before.
The Historic Calendar is a
key project to help bring
awareness of the area’s history
to all those new residents
and businesses moving in. It
provides a fun way for kids
and adults to leam history.
“Area businesses are being
very supportive of owr
educational goals for  this
program,” says Pam Conrad,
one of the PFolsom History
Museum’s Board members
who's very involved with
the program.

Farm Bureau Gives Cox

Senator Dave Cox (R-Fair

Federation identified fourteen
bills during the recently
completed legislative session
which impacted the business
and regulatory climate ot
California’s family farms and
ranches. Those bills included
proposals to increase fees and
regulatory burdens on family
farms and ranches, increase the
minimum wage, and expand
the ability of government to
seize land through eminent
domain.
